* To make them plural you just need to add an -s at the end of them or —es when they end

in a consonant. (Ex. alegre — alegres; azul — azules).

» Adjectives of nationality that end in a consonant form the feminine by adding -a. (Ex.

Japonés - japonesa; espanol - espafiola).
